
2010 Recital and Rehearsal Rules

The intent of this program is to give the students the opportunity to be a part of a professional production that will  highlight what they have learned this year at Dance Rhythms.  For the safety of the students and to assure a well-run recital involving all students, the following rules have been created.

· Students should arrive 10 minutes before their regularly scheduled class time for rehearsal at John Marshall Community High  School.  Do NOT come to the dance studio! Rehearsal will follow a predetermined time schedule.  Please be prompt!

· All students must be dressed and ready  before their Rehearsal number starts.  We cannot wait on anyone.  Please be dressed in your entire costume with your hair and make-up complete.  After your  number is done, you may leave the rehearsal.

· We will have the performance taped on Recital night therefore; parents will not be allowed to video tape or photograph during the Recital performance.  However, video taping and pictures will be allowed during rehearsal.  Bring your cameras to rehearsal.

· Absolutely NO UNDERWEAR should be worn under costumes.  The lines show through the costumes and tights and create a wrinkled look that is distracting to the audience.  All skirts and pants should be worn at the natural waist and not on the hips. 

· GIRLS...look at yourself in the mirror and do a few dance steps. If your stomach is jiggling, NO ONE wants to see it! EVERYONE'S costumes should be worn exactly the same!

· Pin on all hairpieces with bobby pins.  Hats should be secured with a small elastic band that will go under the chin.  Use the type of elastic that is used on masks.

Make-up may be applied at home but should be checked at the auditorium under the lights.  Since the lights “wash out” colors, make-up should be applied heavier than everyday wear.  All students should wear a foundation or powder, earth colored eye shadow, heavy blush and a dark earth tone lipstick.  Students under age 7 should not wear mascara or eye liner as they could smear.  Students over age 7 should wear both mascara and eyeliner to help define their eyes.

· Mark your name on the inside tags of all costume pieces, shoes and props.  It is easy to confuse costume pieces among classmates during quick changes.  Please do an inventory of your things after rehearsal so that you notice any problems before the show.  

· NO jewelry should be worn.  Take it off before you leave home so that it does not get lost at the auditorium or backstage.  NO extra hair ribbons or barrettes should be worn.  If barrettes must be worn, they should be the color of the hair.  Pony tail holders should be clear elastic or hair color.  No fingernail polish should be worn.

· Students should arrive on performance day, Saturday, June 26th at 12:30 for the 1:00 show and 6:00 for the 6:30 show.  This will give the students a chance to change and settle in back stage before the show.

· STUDENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE AUDITORIUM DURING THE PERFORMANCE.  They must be backstage before recital begins and stay until the show is completely over.  Only parents who have security tags on will be allowed backstage during the performance.  Every class will have a parent assigned to them for care.  Feel free to send books or something to occupy your student’s time.  Please, no markers, pens or other things that will mark costumes.  We will have a TV with Disney videos and TVs with a feed of the program so that the students can watch backstage.  Your child will know when it is time for their number and will be on stage in time if they are backstage with their classmates.  Each show will last for approximately three hours with a 10-minute intermission.

· DO NOT BRING FOOD BACKSTAGE.  Something could be spilled and some foods could cause upset stomachs under the tension of performing.  Water and a snack will be provided. Let us know if your child has a food allergy by May.

· Please do not take offense at this statement, but arrangements should be made for children who are too young to appreciate the performance.  Fussy children are a distraction to the performers as well as other members of the audience.

· If flowers or gifts are sent to a student, they should be sent backstage.

· The auditorium doors will not be opened during the performance.  The flash of light that occurs when the doors open is a distraction to the performers.  A 10-minute intermission will occur during the middle of the show.

· Just like your student, all of the performers have worked hard for their numbers and they deserve your attention and appreciation.  Please be an enthusiastic audience for EVERY number.
